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Russian visa application form guide.
Below is a guide to the online Russian visa application form. It covers the form from beginning to end, it does not include all the questions as many of them are self explanatory or depend on personal circumstances – this only focuses on the common questions people generally make mistakes on.
If you are unsure of any questions that are not mentioned below please call us and ask.

· The website address is https://evisa.kdmid.ru.
· If you have not filled in an application form yet click “registration” (top right), otherwise if you are returning you will have a “declarent ID” and password and can “log in” (on the left).

· It is important to note that you can make as many amendments to the form after it has been completed using your ID and password.  You will be given these after you have clicked on registration.

· You must record the ID and password that are given to you as you will not be given them again and there is no way of retrieving them if you loose them. If any amendments need to be made without these then a whole new form must be completed.  The password can contain unusual characters and we recommend you print it rather than write it down by hand.

· Once you are logged in you need to click on “new applications” at the top. And agree to the terms and conditions and then you are ready to start the form.
· The first page of the form asks for the visa type and the dates.  If it is a business visa then the “purpose section” is “business”, the “purpose” is usually “business” and the “type” is “common business”.  If it is a tourist visa then the “purpose section” is “tourist”, the “purpose” is usually “tourism” and the “type” is “common tourist”, if it is for employment the “purpose section” is “work”, the “purpose” is usually “employ”, and the “type” is “common for job” – this is true of 99% of all applications, sometimes this may differ;  this is dictated by the invitation and if you feel it might be something different we would recommend you call us to check.
· The number of entries is dictated by the invitation too, “single entry” means you will enter and leave, you do not need double entry to do this! If you are not sure please contact us.  It is highly unlikely a tourist visa is anything more than single entry.
· The dates must match the dates on the invitation, or be within them.  They cannot exceed what the invitation says.  The date of entry cannot be a past date.
· When it asks for your name and surname it must be exactly as it is in your passport, if you miss your middle names your application may be rejected.  Fill in your middle names in the same field as first name after your first name.
· The form will be different for UK, USA, Canadian and Georgian passport holders – i.e. many more questions for UK, USA, Canadian and Georgian passport holders.
· When asked for the passport type; this is always tourist,  Not official. (This is only relevant to UK, US, Canadian and Georgian passports).


· Issued by; this will be listed in your passport, usually as authority.  For UK passports it is probably IPS, UKPA or FCO, for non UK passports it will be something like “US Dept of State”, “Australian Embassy in London” etc…


· Questions relating to the inviter, if this is for tourist visas:

· The Tourist group will be on the invite. If we do the invite for you it will be “Universal Tour”.
· The reference number will be on the invite, this is 6 digits usually starting in 00, it sometimes has MBT next to it. If we do the invite then it is 002132.

· The confirmation number is also on the invite, this varies from provider to provider.

· For Business or employment visas:
· If you have a telex then the telex number is the “MFA Directive number”.

· The Invitation number is in the top right corner and the 2nd character is always a letter i.e. 1Y2113412 – not applicable to telexes.

· The Russian organisation to be visited is listed on the invite.  This must be written exactly as it is on the invite, if the company you are going to see is called “acme trading”, but the invite says “acme Russia ltd” then you must put “acme Russia ltd” or it will be rejected.  This is usually in Russian, call us if you are not sure.

· The location of the inviter is as it is on the invite. If the company you are visiting has offices in Moscow and St Petersburg but the invite says the address is Moscow you must put Moscow on the form… even if you will visit St Petersburg.
· Itinerary, this is also on the invite, it usually says Moscow and St Petersburg, but in can mention many different cities. If you only put down one city and it lists many then this fine but you cannot put down a destination that is not on the invite.

· Medical insurance valid in Russia; You should have insurance, but you do not need to specify the details on the form other than it is a personal policy or company policy.  Please check if your company covers insurance for tourist trips before indicating “Company policy” when applying for tourist visas. If you do put company policy for a tourist trip then the company would be expected to also write a cover letter to confirm this.
· The person who will pay for your trip should be either “myself” if it is a tourist trip and “Company” if it is a business trip.
· Questions about your parents patronymic names; It is incredibly unlikely that they have these unless the are Russian.  You can leave this part blank. (This is only relevant to UK, US, Canadian and Georgian passports).


· When it asks for details of the countries you have visited in the last 10 years; they do want this to be answered. (This is only relevant to UK, US, Canadian and Georgian passports).


· When asked where you are staying; if you are applying for a tourist visa you must put the same hotels that are on the invitation or the application will be rejected. (This is only relevant to UK, US, Canadian and Georgian passports).


· The appointment date it is irrelevant as we do not need appointments.  However you must put a date in the future or it will not let you pass.


· The country you are applying in is the UK.


· The visa issuing office is VFS London.


· When you click “Submit and Send” the form is finished and you can download and print out a copy. We advise to save a copy as a PDF file too.  The application is not submitted until it is handed over to the visa centre so you can go back and amend the form as many times as you like.  We would advise that you email us your login details and/or a copy of the form and any supporting documents you have to check through before you sign the form and we submit to the consulate.

· To edit the form, log in with the ID and password and click on “My Application” (top right), then you will be able to edit or print the form.


· Once you have printed out the application form, we have seen a copy of it, and there are no problems, you will need to sign the form under the space for the photo in the bottom left corner.  You must sign the form so it looks exactly the same as it is in your passport or the application will be rejected.  Also do not sign outside of the box or over the writing.
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
